Along with the included Quick Bluetooth Connection Guide, this instruction
booklet explains the basic operation and care of the unit. Please read them
carefully and keep for future reference.

Maintenance

® Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or
excessive heat.

® Profect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and
lacquered finish. A cloth or other protective material should be placed
between it and the fumniture.

e Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water.
Stronger cleaning agents, such as Benzene, thinner or similar materials can
damage the surface of the unit.

Using Bluetooth: Pairing Your Device

NOTE: See the iDM12 Bluetooth Connection Guide for complete

pairing details.

1. Move the Bluetooth/Aux Switch to the Bluetooth position (left).

2. Turn on Bluetooth capability on your device and make it
discoverable (see your device's instructions to add or setup a
Bluetooth device).

3. To turn on the unit, press and hold the Play/Pause/Pairing Button
on the iDM12 until an amber light flashes on front of the unit and it
beeps twice to indicate auto-pairing attempt. The amber light will
flash while the unit attempts to pair. If your device asks for a
password, enter 1234 on the keyboard of your device.If no device
is paired within 3 minutes, the unit will power off. If this occurs, refry
steps 2-3.

4. Once paired with a device, the amber light will glow steadily, then
turn green. There should be an indication on your device that
pairing is complete. On some devices, you must then select “use as
a stereo audio device” or similiar on the device's Bluefooth
menu.Once paired, your device should link to the iDM12 whenever
within range.



Using the iDM12

Playing Audio Via Bluetooth

1. Move the Bluetooth/Aux Switch to the Bluetooth position to listen to
audio streamed wirelessly from your paired iPad, iPhone, iPod or other
Bluetooth device.

2. Press and hold the Power Button to turn on the unit. The amber light will
flash as the unit searches for a previously paired device, and then turn
green when a previously paired device is defected.

3. Press the Play/Pause/Pairing Button to play or pause audio from your
Bluetooth device. NOTE: Play/Pause only works in Bluefooth mode. It
does not control aux line-in devices.

4. Use the Volume +/- Buttons to adjust volume.

5. When done listening, press the Power Button fo turn the unit off.



Using the iDM12

Playing Audio via Aux

1. Move the Bluetooth/Aux switch to the Aux position fo listen to audio
via aux in.

2.Connect the micro USB plug to the micro USB charging port on the
back of the unit and connect the 3.5 mm audio plug fo the
headphone or line-out jack on your audio device.

3.Press and hold the Power Button to turn on the unit (release when
green light appears).

4 Use the Volume +/- Buttons to adjust volume. You may wish to adjust
the volume on your audio device, too.

5.When done listening, press the Power Button to turn the unit off.
Remember to turn off your audio device, too.



Internal Rechargeable Lithium-ion Battery

This device uses an internal rechargeable lithium-ion battery that should last the lifetime of the device. If you suspect your
battery may be dead, iry charging it several times. If the battery does not recharge, please contact us for repair information.

WARNING/DISPOSAL OF UNIT

Please do NOT attempt fo change the battery yourself. If the battery has died and you do not want us to replace your battery,
you should follow the disposal instructions below:

* Make sure you have the lafest firmware for your iPad, iPhone or iPod
(update via iTunes if needed).

* Make sure your device is working properly. Check your device's manual
for details on Bluetooth pairing and linking.
